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We invite those organizations whose Letters of Inquiry indicate that they are most closely aligned with the Foundation’s goals and program priorities to submit full proposals.  Only proposals from organizations that have received an invitation will be considered.  However, since the Foundation requests more proposals that it can fund, you should not interpret our invitation as a clear indication that support will be forthcoming. 

Final decisions on all proposals are made by the Foundation’s board of Trustees in October of each year.  You will be informed of the board’s decision soon after its fall meeting at which your proposal is discussed.  If your organization is awarded a grant, you will be asked to sign a Grant Agreement that outlines reporting and other requirements of the grant.

Grants awarded by the Foundation are intended strictly for the use described in the proposals and are expected to be completed in the proposed timeframe. If you receive a grant and find that you cannot implement your planned activity/project as proposed, you must first communicate any desired changes to the project and its timeframe to the Foundation.  All changes are subject to prior approval before grant funds are expended.
Please fill out our Proposal Form completely.  You will find a link that takes you directly to it on the “How to Apply” page of our website (www.CedarmereFoundation.org).  We will not be able to consider your proposal unless all of the necessary information is provided.  All Proposals must be received no later than August 1st.  Please note that this is a change from our previous years’ submission deadline.
In addition to completing the Proposal Form posted on our website, we ask organizations that have received grants from the Cedarmere Foundation in the immediately preceding year to complete an additional short questionnaire about the use of our previous grant.  This questionnaire can also be accessed through a link on the “How to Apply” page of our website.  
All grant seekers should also send us the supporting documentation listed below.  The following check list is provided for your use to make sure your application includes all required information:

Current and prior year’s operating budgets, including YTD actuals (of revenue & expenses)
Three years’ balance sheets
          Audited financial statement (if you have an audit done)

Most recent IRS Form 990 (even if it is posted on GuideStar)

Summary of current strategic plan (if you have one) or list of top organizational priorities/goals
List of current board officers and directors/trustees with affiliations
List of key organizational staff, including titles and main functions

If you believe that the Proposal Form has not allowed you sufficient space to fully communicate the scope of your request, you may also include with your application a one page Addendum.   While we do not require that you send us copies of brochures or other printed materials that explain your organization’s purpose and programs, you may mail them to us as well, if you think they will help us get to know your organization better.  
It is our preference to receive all proposal information as email attachments.  The foundation’s email address is: info@CedarmereFoundation.org. Multiple page documents must be fully paginated.
